RULES & REGULATIONS 

Competitor Responsibility

The Snowflake Classic or the Canadian Dance and Dancesport Council, (CDDCS), is not responsibility for the loss or theft of articles left in the ballroom, change rooms, hotel rooms or any area used by dancers, spectators or officials. All persons attending this event do so at his/her own risk and are bound by all WDC rules. 

It is the competitor’s responsibility to be on site and ready to compete at least 30 min. in advance of the scheduled time of their competition.

Registered Entries

The Snowflake Classicl reserves the right to eliminate, mix, or change entries in events with less than 3 entries.

All Solo Exhibition performance music must be submitted on individually labeled CDs with the name of the competitors as well as the event category clearly marked. All CD’s are to be given to the DJ at least 1 hour in advance of the scheduled performance. CD’s are to be picked up from the DJ anytime after the Solo Exhibitions are completed. Entry times are not to exceed 3 min. 

Changes of categories will not be permitted at the event. However, if changes are necessary there will be a $5 charge. 

Dance Levels

Amateur couples are allowed to compete at their registered level and one level above. 

Pro Am entries are allowed to compete at their registered level and two levels above.  

Salsa Couples – See rules listed below.

West Coast Swing Couples – See rules listed below.

Age category Determination

The age category of a couple is determined by the oldest member of the partnership in the calendar year. 

Youth couples are allowed to participate in adult competitions. 

Syllabus:

 International - CDTA or ISTD  

(Note: In Amateur Gold Category, figures are restricted to CDTA or ISTD Syllabus plus POPULAR VARIATIONS)

American - Fred Astaire, Arthur Murray, CDTA, or the Social Syllabus of any recognized Professional Association.

Pro-Am International Style - ISTD or CDTA 

Pro-Am American Style - Fred Astaire, Arthur Murray, CDTA, or the Social Syllabus of any recognized Professional Association. 

Pro-Am & Amateur Am./ Int. closed one dance events are restricted syllabus competitions. 

Pro-Am & Amateur American/ International OPEN one dance events (ONLY) are not restricted syllabus competitions. 

Lifts will not be permitted in open & closed events. 

Eligibility

All Canadian amateur competitors must be registered with the CDDSC, (The Snowflake Classic organization will be picking up the costs of any Ontario Teacher or amateur dancer who is not currently a CDDSC member and wishes to participate in our event) 

Video Taping

No video taping will be allowed. There will be a professional video company on site who will have videos available for purchase for your convenience. 

Cancellation and Refund Policy

Cancellations: The deadline for entries and cancellation without penalty is Oct. 15, 2008. 

50% refund from then until Nov.1, 2008. No refunds after Nov. 1, 2008. 

No refunds at the door for entries or tickets. 

There will be no substituting of students during this event. 

Smoking will not be permitted in the ballroom and foyer.
